FEI Statutes, 22nd edition, revision effective 15 April 2007,  FEI General Regulations, 22nd edition, 
revision effective 1st June 2007, FEI Veterinary Regulations, 10th edition, effective 1st June 2006, Equine 
Anti-Doping And Medication Control Rules (EADMCR), revision effective 1 June 2007, FEI Anti-Dop-
ing Rules for Human Athletes (ADRHA), revision effective 26 July 2005 The Rules for Dressage Events 
(22nd edition, effective 1st January 2006), and if applicable the Rules for the World Cup Dressage Events.

In 
accordance with this procedure, any appeal against a decision rendered by the FEI or its of! cial bodies is to 
be settled exclusively by the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS) in Lausanne, Switzerland.

Note to all CDI competitors: All FEI rule changes in effect on January 1, 2009, will be followed by these 
competitions, regardless of what is printed in the omnibus or the ‘Of! cial’ FEI De! nite Schedules.

IT IS THE RIDER’S OBLIGATION TO KEEP CURRENT ON ALL RULE CHANGES.
HORSE INSPECTIONS AND EXAMINATIONS; PASSPORT CONTROLS
Horses entered in CDI-W, CDI 3*, CDIY, CDIJ classes are required to be stabled in the FEI Stabling com-
pounds. FEI passports or National passports are required for horses and must be presented at the inspection.
Horses stabled elsewhere on the show grounds for the season are required to move to the FEI Stabling com-
pound. Ride times for eligible classes will be drawn upon the completion of the inspection. Jog will begin 
at 3PM on day prior to ! rst day of competition and in entry number order.

These will be carried out in accordance with Vet. Regs. Art. 1011; Rules for Dressage Events Annex I. 
General Regulations 21st Edition, effective 1 January 2005 will apply:

In accordance with Art.139.1
Every horse entered for any competition at CNs or ClMs (see Appendix D) in a foreign country (see GRs
141.2), and all horses entered for other Cls, ClOs, Championships, Regional and Olympic Games, whether
at home or in foreign countries (see GRs 141.2), must have an of! cial, valid FEI Passport, or a National 
Passport approved by the FEI and accompanied by an FEI Recognition Card and, when applicable, an FEI 
registration number, as a means of identi! cation and to establish ownership.

In accordance with Art. 139.2
Horses taking part in CNs and ClMs (see Appendix D) in their country of residence are not required to have
such a passport as is mentioned in paragraph 1. All such horses must be properly registered and identi! able
and, unless there is no national requirement for equine in" uenza vaccination in the host country and
in the country of origin all horses must have a valid vaccination certi! cate.

EQUINE INFLUENZA VACCINATION, Vet. Regs. Annex VII
All horses and ponies for which an FEI Passport, or a National Passport approved by the FEI has been 
issued, must have the vaccination section endorsed by a veterinarian, stating that it has received two injec-
tions for primary vaccination against equine in" uenza, given between 1 and 3 months apart. In addition, a
booster injection must be recorded as having been given within each succeeding 6 months, subsequent to
the second injection of the primary vaccination. None of these injections must have been given within the
preceding 7 days including the day of the competition or of entry into the competition stables.
The above are the minimum requirements for in" uenza vaccination. Both primary and ! rst and subsequent
booster injections should be given according to the manufacturer’s instructions which will fall within the 
stipulationof the FEI ruling.

SAMPLING FOR PROHIBITED SUBSTANCES (Vet. Regs. Chapter V & VI and Annex IV)
Regular sampling is carried out in CCI3*/4*, CSIs (3*, 4*, 5*), CIOs, World Cup Quali! ers and Finals, 
Championships and Games, whereas at other CIs sampling is recommended. When testing takes place, 
the number of horses tested is at the discretion of the Testing Veterinarian/Veterinary Delegate; however, a 
minimum of three is recommended (Vet. Regs. Art. 1016)

Importing a Horse into the United States call to ! nd out current rates and whether or not you are required
to do a 3-Day, 7-Day or 60 Day Quarantine. Go to http://www.aphis.usda.gov/vs/ncie.

Rider Eligibility:  Competitors must have reached or will reach, their 16th birthday in year of competition 
and must be licensed by their National Federation. Riders are required to produce their license and/or USEF 
membership card to the Organizing Committee with their entry. All non-US riders are required to have a 
Letter for Permission to Compete in the US from their NF’s. For USEF membership information call (859) 
258-2472 - International Department. For USDF (859) 971-2277.

Horse Eligibility:  Horses from 6 years; 7 years for PSG level test and YR FS (over 149 cm with shoes) 8 
for YR 16-25 tour. Horses must be 7 years old or older to compete in the small tour PSG, INT 1, INT FS 
(over 149 cm with shoes). Horses must be 8 years old or older to compete in GP, GPS, GP FS Horses must 
be stabled on the grounds and may not leave during the event commencing with the Veterinary Inspection 
and ending with the pinning or awards ceremony of their ! nal FEI competition.

Expenses: The Organizing Committee is not responsible for any expenses of competitors, horses, owners,
their employees or agents, and does not offer expense allowances or reimbursements.

Tack Check: A steward will check the saddlery of EACH horse immediately after it leaves the competition
arena. Any discrepancy will entail immediate elimination (Art. 428.5). The rider or groom is to open the
cavesson of the bridle and open the horse’s mouth for the steward to check the bit.

Class Speci! cations: Classes not speci! ed below are open to all horses.
Grand Prix Special CDI 3*: A Grand Prix Special can only be scheduled after a Grand Prix class. In a CDI
3*, the Grand Prix Special must be scheduled to be open to the 6 (minimum) to 15 (maximum including 
ties for 15th place) best rider/horse combinations who declared and quali! ed in the Grand Prix competition. 
If fewer than 6 combinations are quali! ed they may all start. Riders who declare their intention to qualify 
for the Grand Prix Special are obliged to compete if quali! ed. Riders may start one horse.

Quali! cation score for Freestyle. A horse must earn a minimum score of 55% in the qualifying class, in 
order to be eligible to start in a Freestyle competition.Any horse that does not meet this minimum score will 
not be allowed to compete and will not receive any refunds of entry fees.

Junior Freestyle: This competition is limited to and compulsory for, a maximum of the 15 best rider/horse
combinations who quali! ed in the Junior Individual competition and who previously declared for the 
Freestyle. Riders may start one horse.

Young Rider Freestyle: This competition is limited to and compulsory for, a maximum of the 15 best
rider/horse combinations who quali! ed in the Young Riders Individual competition and who previously 
declared for the Freestyle. Riders may start one horse.

Intermediaire Freestyle CDI 3*: Rider/horse combinations who quali! ed in the Intermediate I and/or Prix 
St Georges (Riders from PSG will be allowed to start in order to complete up to 15 starters if less riders 
have quali! ed from Intermediate I) competition and who previously declared for the Freestyle. Riders may 
start one horse.

Grand Prix Freestyle: At CDI-Ws a Grand Prix Freestyle Test is obligatory. At CDIs 3* it is optional and
open only to the 6 (minimum) to 15 (maximum, including ties for 15th place) best rider/horse combinations
who quali! ed in the Grand Prix competition. If fewer than 6 combinations are quali! ed they may all start. 
Riders who declare their intention to qualify for the Grand Prix Freestyle are obliged to compete if quali-
! ed. Riders may start one horse.

 



Awards: Awards will be distributed to 25% of participants in each competition. Prize money may be
picked up at the secretary’s of! ce when competitors pick up their passports provided that there are no
outstanding obligations to the committee or any supplier. Riders are to appear formally attired and
mounted for all award ceremonies.

Arenas: Competitions will take place outdoors in 20M X 60M all-weather sand footing arenas. Warm-up 
will be in 20M X 60M all-weather sand footing arena.

Insurances
Under the Equine Activity Liability Act, each participant who participates in an equine activity ex-
pressly assumes the risks of engaging in and legal responsibility for injury, loss, or damage to person 
or property resulting from the risk of equine activities.
All owners and competitors are personally responsible for damages to third parties caused by themselves,
their employees, their agents or their horses. They are therefore strongly advised to take out third-party 
insurance providing full coverage for participation in equestrian events at home and abroad, and to keep the
policy up to date.

In exceptional circumstances, together with the approval of Chefs d’Equipe and Ground Jury, the OC 
reserves the right to modify the schedule in order to clarify any matter or matters arising from an omission 
or due to unforeseen circumstances. If any such changes are necessary all competitors and of! cials will be
noti! ed as soon as possible and they will be reported to the FEI Secretary General by the Foreign Judge.

According to FEI General Regulations 121.7.3.12 “Teams or individual competitors who have been 
de! nitely entered by their NF’s at any level and fail to take part without a valid excuse must be reported by
the Foreign Judge/Technical Delegate to the Secretary General for consideration by the Judicial Committee.
Competing at another event staged at the same time does not constitute a valid excuse for failure
to participate at an event.”

“NB: Withdrawals after the date of de! nite entries or no-shows will be held liable to reimburse the OC for
the actual ! nancial loss incurred by the OC (i.e. stabling and hotel expenses) as a result of the late 
withdrawal or no-show.”

Grand Prix Special: Draw within groups of ! ve in reverse order of the result of the Grand Prix (group of
riders placed 11-15th to start ! rst).

Grand Prix Freestyle: Draw within groups of ! ve in reverse order of the result of the Grand Prix (group of
riders placed 11-15th to start ! rst).

Intermediaire Freestyle: A draw ! rst within the group of quali! ed riders placed 11th to 15th and then 
within the group of riders placed 6th to 10th and last the group of riders placed 1st to 5th. i.e. the ! ve best
rider/horse combinations will start last. In case the quali! cation is made both from Prix St. Georges and 
Intermediaire I, the rider/horse combinations quali! ed from Prix St. Georges shall be drawn before riders
quali! ed from the Intermediaire I in groups of ! ve.

Young Rider Prix St Georges: Draw within groups of ! ve in reverse order of the result of the Young Rider
Team (group of riders placed 11-15th to start ! rst).

Young Rider Freestyle: A draw ! rst within the group of quali! ed riders placed 11th to 15th and then 
within the group of riders placed 6th to 10th and last the group of riders placed 1st to 5th. i.e. the ! ve best
rider/horse combinations will start last.

Junior Individual Test: Draw within groups of ! ve in reverse order of the result of the Junior Team (group
of riders placed 11-15th to start ! rst).

Junior Freestyle: A draw ! rst within the group of quali! ed riders placed 11th to 15th and then within the
group of riders placed 6th to 10th and last the group of riders placed 1st to 5th. i.e. the ! ve best rider/horse
combinations will start last.

Stable Area: Stewards will regularly monitor the designated FEI stable areas. Riders, owners, grooms and
veterinarians will be issued armbands for identi! cation purposes. All horses entered in CDI3*, CDIY, and
CDIJ classes must be stabled in the FEI Stable area and will be stabled together. All other horses will be
stabled in the competition stall area.

Logos/Advertising: The General Assembly con! rmed the following advertising is permitted on riders: 80
sq.cm on breast pocket of jacket 16 sq.cm on shirt collar. Logos may be worn on the saddle pad.

Objections: Protests must be ! led in writing and accompanied by a deposit of 150 Swiss Francs.

Organizer’s Rights: The Organizing Committee retains the right to cancel the event under special circum-
stances by permission of the USEF and FEI.

FEI CODE OF CONDUCT
The Fédération Equestre International (FEI) expects all those involved in international equestrian sport to
adhere to the FEI’s Code of Conduct and to acknowledge and accept that at all times the welfare of the 
horse must be paramount and must never be subordinated to competitive or commercial in" uences.
1.) At all stages during the preparation and training of competition horses welfare must take precedence
over all other demands. This includes good horse management, training methods, farriery and tack, and
transportation.2.) Horses and competitors must be ! t, competent and in good health before they are allowed 
to compete. his encompasses medication use, surgical procedures that threaten welfare or safety, pregnancy 
in mares and the misuse of aids. 3.) Events must not prejudice horse welfare. This involves paying careful 
attention to the competition areas, ground surfaces, weather conditions, stabling, site safety and ! tness 
of the horse for onward travel after the event. 4.) Every effort must be made to ensure that horses receive 
proper attention after they have competed and that they are treated humanely when their competition 
careers are over. This covers proper veterinary care, competition injuries, euthanasia and retirement.
5.) The FEI urges all involved with the sport to attain the highest levels of education in their areas
of expertise.

Great American/USDF Qualifying Classes: Please indicate that the class is to count for qualifying by plac-
ing a Q after the class number. Qualifying will not require a separate ride. An exhibitor riding in the Open, 
Adult Amateur, or Junior/Young rider classes will pay an additional $10 USDF fee to have this score entered 
in the Great American/USDF qualifying division at that level.

SMOKING IS FORBIDDEN IN THE BARN AND ADJACENT BARN AREAS.

Stabling: Fee $185. Horse must be on the grounds no later then 12:00 noon and will be presented for 
inspection at 3:00 PM Tuesday. Horses stabled elsewhere on the show grounds for the season are required 
to move to the FEI Stabling compound. All stalls are temporary stalls 10’ x 10’ with doors in tents. Non-
compete horses will be stable as close as possible to the FEI stable area but not in the FEI stable area.Ride 
times for classes held on Wednesday will be drawn upon the completion of the inspection.

Coggins Requirement: Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services rules relative to Equine 
Infectious Anemia (EIA) test requirements will be enforced effective July 1, 1985.  It is required that all 
horses, mules, asses imported into the State of Florida must be accompanied by a negative EIA test chart 
indicating that the animal has been tested negative within the past 12 months.  Only a copy of the original 
rest chart or a health certi! cate no older than 30 days will be accepted.  The same rules apply for intra and 
inter state movement of equine animals.

ATTENTION COMPETITORS
Each competitor is responsible for supplying management with copies of correct association numbers 
(USDF, US Equestrian Federation, Equine Canada) for horse, owner, rider and trainer with the submission 
of entries to the competition. The scores of competitors who fail to supply correct numbers may not be 
counted toward national awards.

Organizers Rights: The OC retains the right to split, cancel, or change the day of a class or to further
restrict the number of horses a rider may ride in any one class, also to cancel the event under special
circumstances with the permission of the US Equestrian Federation and the FEI, and return entry fees.
Organizer also retains the right to secure a second FEI panel of judges if entries warrant.

Weather/Acts of God/Accidents or Emergency Policy: Management reserves the right to cancel any 
classes due to hazardous weather, Acts of God, Accidents or Emergencies. Every effort will be made to 
reschedule with priority given to any Championship or qualifying classes being offered. No refunds for 
cancellations due to hazardous weather, Acts of God, Accidents or Emergencies.

AND JUDGED IN ACCORDANCE THEREWITH.”

US EQUESTRIAN FEDERATION rules are in force from the moment show management allows access to 
the showgrounds. This includes conduct, correct saddlery and equipment, and attire.

Liability – Horses by their inherent nature present a risk.  This show, the management, the USEF Liscensee, and 
the facility will not be responsible for any loss or damage or injury to horses exhibited, or for any article of any 
kind or nature that may be lost or destroyed, or in any way injured.  Each exhibitor will be responsible for any 
injury that may be occasioned to any person, whomsoever, by any horse owned or exhibited by said exhibitor and 
shall indemnify the Association, or any member thereof, against all claims and demands, of any nature or kind, that 
may grow out of any injury occasioned by any horses owned or exhibited by them, or arise from the negligence 
of the person in charge of any such horse.  All horses exhibited in this show participate entirely at the owner’s 
risk. Neither the Organizing Committee, show volunteers and staff, the facility or its owners, any host 
GMO, USEF or USDF or their members will be responsible for any damage, injury, or loss to persons, 
horses, or property of exhibitors or spectators. All owners and competitors are personally responsible 
for damages to third parties caused by themselves, their employees, their agents or their horses. They 
are therefore strongly advised to take out third-party insurance providing full coverage for participation 
in equestrian events at home and abroad, and to keep the policy up to date.

Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in 
all classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary 
Level or above and Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, 
Dressage, Reining and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides.

8) Opportunity classes, 9) 
citizens of other nations who have proof, in English, of current membership 
in good standing of their own National Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice 
division; and 11) assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes.

The eligible rider with the highest score of 58% or better in the designated Second Level Test Three Class 
or applicable test of choice USDF/Dover Adult Medal class at a participating competition will receive a 
handcrafted USDF/Dover pewter medal and neck ribbon. Note: new for the 2008 USDF competition year 
the rider must ride Second Level Test Three. Winners will receive a $20 Dover Saddlery Gift Certi! cate for 
each of the ! rst three USDF/Dover Adult Medals they win during the 2008 competition season.

2. The USDF/Dover National Merit Award

A USDF/Dover National Merit Award will be awarded to riders winning three USDF/Dover Medals in the 
same competition year.

3. Year End Awards

The USDF/Dover Medal National Champion and Reserve Champion are determined by the average of the 
top three winning ride scores during the competition year. The Champion receives a $1000 Dover Saddlery 
gift certi! cate and a Jaguar dressage saddle. The Reserve Champion receives a $500 Dover Saddlery gift 
certi! cate and a Jaguar dressage bridle.

Rider Eligibility

To be eligible, a rider must meet the following criteria:

3. Rider must be an adult amateur in accordance with Article GR808 of the USEF rules and be registered 
with USEF as an adult amateur as of the competition date.

USDF Regional Dressage Championships

In 2009, a single Regional Dressage Championship program 
organized by the United States Dressage Federation (USDF), 
licensed by the United States Equestrian Federation, Inc. 
(USEF), will be held in each of the nine USDF regions. In ad-
dition, Alaska and Hawaii may each hold state championships 

if an of®cial request from a GMO is received by April 1 of the prior year.

Membership/Registration Requirements for Qualifying & Championships:

Rider:
- Must be a USDF Participating* Member at the time qualifying scores are
  earned and at the time of the championships. 
- Must be a USEF member (Junior Active, Senior Active, or Life) at the time the
  qualifying scores are earned and at the time of the championships. 

Horse:
- Must be USDF Lifetime Registered at the time qualifying scores are earned
  and at the time of the championships. Horse registration must be in the name(s)
  of the current owner(s) or lessee(s) of record. If a current lease recording is on 
  ®le with USDF, the lessee is recognized as ªownerº for all USDF membership
  requirements. 
- Must be USEF (Annual or Lifetime) recorded at the time qualifying scores are
  earned and at the time of the championships. Horse recording must be in the
  name(s) of the current owner(s) or lessee(s) of record. 
- Horse does not have to be breed registered. 

Owner:
- Must be a USDF member (Participating or Business) at the time the qualifying
  scores are earned and at the time of the championships. 
- Must be a USEF member (Junior Active, Senior Active, or Life) at the time
  qualifying scores are earned and at the time of the championships. 

*Participating Members are USDF members who join USDF directly



2009 Minimum Qualifying Scores

One set of nationally-standardized qualifying scores has been established for all 
USEF/USDF Regional Championships, for levels through Grand Prix, in three 
divisions: Open, Adult Amateur, and Junior/Young Rider. FEI Junior Rider and 
FEI Young Rider classes have only one respective division. Freestyles have only 
Open divisions. The minimum percentages are as follows:

The United States Dressage Federation, Inc. (USDF), a federation of over 125 independent organizations throughout the United States
with a membership in excess of 33,000 members, supports the concept of ethical treatment of animals.

Dressage is a classical method of training horses, based upon the horse’s natural responses, as carried out in a gradual, planned pro-
gram during which the horse’s athletic abilities are improved in a systematic manner. As a result, the horse becomes capable, comfort-
able, and responsive in partnership with the rider without the use of force. Dressage competition at various levels of achievement is the
ultimate test of the training program to determine whether the desired harmony between horse and rider has been achieved.

The rules pertaining to dressage competition prohibit the use of artificial appliances, training aids, and drugs, which would force the
horse to submit. Instead, the emphasis is upon training and a cooperative partnership with the rider. Major competitions are carefully
monitored to assure that there is no unnecessary force or harshness displayed.

Unlike other horse sports in which horses enter training at a relatively immature state, dressage training is usually not seriously begun
until the horse is three or four. The top levels of achievement require five or more years of progressive training and it is not unusual to
see horses in international competition in their late teens. This, in itself, places a premium on good care and soundness throughout the
horse’s life.

While supporting the concept of animal welfare in its broadest form, the United States Dressage Federation, Inc., also recognizes that
it is unrealistic to ascribe human emotions and responses to the horse which in its wild state is a creature of flight, living a hard and
precarious existence. Under domestication, the horse is assured of ample food, water, and shelter, as well as protection against infec-
tious diseases and damaging parasites, thus leading a longer and healthier life with a high rate of survival.

As an educational organization, USDF has numerous programs, which teach people how to pursue the accepted, humane training meth-
ods. A program of certifying instructors also emphasizes protecting the horse’s welfare in pursuit of dressage training.
